Music 

1. Performance skills and techniques - Research the write about the following: 
Pitch – key/scale notes of melodies/riffs, range, articulation, tone, volume, 
expression and projection; Harmony  - chords, chord types and chord sequences in 
a key; Duration – beats, rhythms and patterns, time, tempo, volume control, 
expression; Posture – awareness of both LH & RH finger/hand positions.   

2. The Elements of Music - Research write a definition for each of the bullet points, 
find a several music symbols for each one. 
Melodies and harmonies - chords and sequences; Duration  - beats, rhythms and 
patterns; Form and Structure – intro, verse chorus, 12 bar blues etc; Dynamics – 
use of different/correct volumes; Textures - combination of instruments; 
Pace/tempo: maintaining momentum; contrasts; balancing repetition and change 

3. Listening and Appraising - Listen for 4 styles of music. For each piece of music, 
write the name and artist and how you could describe the mood & elements used. 

4. Promotion - Create a music poster for a up and coming musical, gig, music 
concert of festival. Remember to add key information: dates, times, place, venue, 
name of artist(s), entrance fee.
